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Guiseley Cricket Club Health and Safety Policy

Health and Policy Statement:
The health and safety of club members, participants, spectators and all others involved with cricket is of paramount importance to Guiseley Cricket Club. The Club aims to provide and maintain a safe and healthy playing and social environment. 
It is the duty of all members to familiarise themselves with arrangements and to play their part to effectively implement our Health and Safety Policy. 

Responsibilities for Health and Safety:
The General & Junior Committees have overall responsibility for health and safety. It is the duty of the Committees to see that everything reasonable is done and to take a proactive stance to prevent personal injury and to maintain a safe and healthy place for sport and recreation. The Committee will review this policy as necessary at regular intervals. 
Day-to-day and primary responsibility for ensuring this policy is put into practice is delegated to all those serving on the general and junior committees. 

Arrangements for Health and Safety:

· Club officers will carry out a risk assessment before the start of each season.

· A first aid kit, suitable for sports clubs, will be available in the pavilion at all times.

· A telephone will be available in the pavilion at all times.

· Volunteers who are in contact with young people (under 18) and team captains will undergo DBS clearance. (See Club Safeguarding Policy).

· New volunteers will undergo the club recruitment process.

· Young players, under the age of 18, must use appropriate protective equipment.

· The ECB Fast Bowling Match Directive and safety guidance on the wearing of helmets by young players will be followed at all times by the Club. These apply to all players under the age of 18 years.

· The Club requires that all young cricketers, under the age of 18, provide medical and emergency contact details. The Membership and Safeguarding forms will be used for this purpose. Information will be held within the appropriate section of the club website (adhering to GDPR guidance) and information about relevant players will be made available to coaches, managers and senior team captains.

· When young players practise at the same time as adult members, there will always be at least two adults present at all times, unless a young player's parent/carer is present.

· Protective clothing and equipment will be provided for groundsmen when any hazardous work is undertaken.

· The club will encourage members to become qualified first-aiders and will host ECB emergency first aid  

· An accident book will be completed as necessary and all possible steps taken to avoid a recurrence.

· Parents of children under 18 will be encouraged to support the Health and Safety guidelines including safety in the car park at busy times.

Accidents and Injury:

First aid kit - The First Aid kit is located in the kitchen, with the Accident Record book.
Accident Reporting - All accidents must be reported and recorded in the Accident Record book. 


Fire Safety: 
All members must familiarise themselves with the location of fire extinguishers and fire exits. All members have a duty to ensure that all passageways and escape routes be kept clear. 
Emergency Procedures: 
Emergency Procedures and contact information is posted in the following areas: Home and Away Changing Rooms, Clubhouse Notice Boards, Kitchen and Toilets. 
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
